where required

TECHNICAL TIPS

 Google Chrome recommended

(avoid Internet Explorer)

 In case of issue accessing disclosure 

platform:

1. Log out

2. Clear browser cache/cookies

3. Log in again

 Provide screenshots if reaching out to CDP
